WESTIN HILLS TOWNHOME ASSOCATION 
LATE FEE & COLLECTION POLICY

The Westin Hills Townhome Association is required under the neighborhood Bylaws and Declarations of Covenants to collect monthly assessments from each homeowner.  These dues are collected uniformly.
Dues of $105.00 per month are payable on 1st of each month.  Subsequent statements will be provided to homeowners with an unpaid balance. There is a $15 returned check charge.
In the unfortunate event that a homeowner becomes severely delinquent, it becomes necessary for the Association to enforce the collection of these assessments.
The Steps of Delinquency and Collections
The following uniform set of rules is unemotionally applied.
	Days Past Due
	Actions

	30 Days
	The account is considered past due.  A reminder statement is mailed to the homeowner. 

	60 Days
	The account is considered past due. Another statement is sent to the homeowner requesting immediate payment and notifying the owner if payment is not received a lien will be filed on the property.  

	90 Days
	The account is considered past due.  A lien is placed on the property.  Owner is responsible for all cost associated with the lien including the remaining year dues, filing the lien, and removing the lien.
